A There are currently between 25-50 smartphone users at the District.

From May thru August 2008, shared pooled minutes averaged approximately 88,324 per
month

In the wireless section you ask for pricing for 500, 1000 and 3000 minutes (pg 107). Are you
looking for a per phone cost per month? How many peak (anytime) minutes do your current 250
users average per month?

The District is looking for individual cost breakdowns for 250 individual users at the tier
levels noted. Pooled minutes are also acceptable with the understanding the cost will be
divided into 250 wusers. Data will be evaluated by the actual monthly cost.
Average peak time usage for the 250 users per month is not available at this time,

Could CMSD provide the average voice minutes used for the last 3 months? I'm interested in the
anytime minutes, not the mobile-to-mobile or weekend. I would also like to know the number of
lines currently in use and a breakdown of voice only vs. PDA/BB’s.

Average voice usage is 152,796 minutes per month. Individual months: September-140,517;
October-169,570; November-153,875; December-147,222. 228 voice-only cellular users and 32
Smartphone users.

All BCMs come with software loaded, however the District is currently not using any Call
Center functions. For installed software codes refer to Attachment A

Is the wiring up to industry standards?

New schools contain new wiring that meets or exceeds OSFC standards.

Specific Information is needed on the Nortel BCM?s, thercfore a site survey done by one of our
technicians is required, or if there is someone we can talk directly with about the configurations of
the phone systems.

Yes

Do you want a per month basic fixed price which includes the break fix and the technical support,
i.e., the people?

Yes. Look at pages 133-134 in the proposal where the FCC has defined maintenance; this will
help to clarify. The fixed price is based on the equipment list and the District’s understanding
of basic maintenance actions, e.g. configurations that may be needed. Please note that eligible
and ineligible costs must be noted as separate line items

Will the fixed price maintenance include sparing for this product, or utilizing CMSDs spares?

We do not have spares,

Regarding the SLA’s on the data portion, you ask for 365 x 24 support?

We want 101% reliability, however, we would be able to negotiate that so both parties are
satisfied. The SLA’s were corrected in Addendum #2.

The RFP indicates that it doesn’t include software for monitoring. How are these modifications
going to take place?

The monitoring costs are ineligible and must be line-itemized as a separate cost. We are
seeking a turnkey solution.

While you are waiting for your Erate approval, after 6 or more months go by, will the vendor get a
lump sum for back services?

The 86% portion of the payment will be made dependent upon how the SLD decides to send
the check, The District prefers to certify services provided per invoice, to have a clear
tracking of all costs.

Is the time and materials contract available for viewing?

Yes Look at the Erate website or you can contact Purchasing in writing requesting a date
and time of availability for an appointment. Be sure to state the previous RFP number.

Is the current service provider providing break fix pieces and parts or just the labor portion?

We are requesting a service, therefore the service provider will have to decide how they will
provide breal/fix reliability, availability, and consistency.

Yes #16-0910 is essentially the same type of work. The difference is that this REP requests a
break/fix service based on the list of equipment and the understanding of basic maintenance
per the FCC’s Third Report and Order.

Alerts are sent via
text message or email. We have an escalation document that also covers calls placed to the
Help Desk. Documents may be reviewed after the contract is awarded. The District does not
own the monitoring software.

Benchmarks are agreed upon service level’s with CMSD and the vendor.

Current email architecture is 10 Lotus Notes
servers in a clustered environment. Groupshield for Lotus Notes.

We believe you mean pg 134; The District does not expect a broken/not working audit of
equipment. Should the service provider deem such an audit necessary, it would be up to the
provider to cover the cost.

None are under warranty

A There is no CMSD owned equipment depoted with the current vendor.

A Dell EMC SAN is upgraded based on maintenance contract, All Others: If there is a need for
an upgrade in any area, research is completed. A change request is opened for completing the
upgrade in a testing environment. Testing is completed and results are reviewed. If there is a
satisfactory result, a detailed change request is opened for production environment. The
change is discussed in a weekly change management meeting and approved or disapproved. A
memo is sent to all affected users for network outage, where applicable.

A The District does not own a tool, and should the provider wish to utilize such a tool, it should
be included in the proposal as an ineligible cost item.

Upon review of the Form 470, it was noted that you are locking for PRI’s, but they were under the
LD Section. Do you not want PRIs for local Service? If so, how many and what locations?

There are currently no E-Rate RFPs for the purchase of PRIs. Current vendor is being
renewed.

How do you bridge the gap between the start of your fiscal year (July 1} and when the actual
funding from SLD is approved, which could be 6 to 9 or more months afterward?

The District provides a budget for the 14% we are obligated to pay under the E-Rate program.
Fortunately we have been able to pay only our 14% portion of invoiced services with many of
our past and current providers until the E-Rate program has approved the funding
request(s). After receipt of funding approval, we work closely with our providers to expedite
the 86% portion of the invoices for direct payment from E-Rate to the provider. While we
have at times funded 100% of the service(s), this assumes very tight control of expenditures
and activities until the funding status is known. The Basic Maintenance Category under E-
Rate is considered a service with a term of July 1 through June 30 with NO extensions
possible.

You said you are looking for a 3+2+1+1=, this would be a total of potentially five years on the
RFPs noted as such? They could be the vendor for the next five (5) years?

Yes: At the discretion of the District, under the 36 month scenario, the term could be
extended for a fourth and fifth option year for a final total of 60 months, or five years. If the
District or the Provider felt it would be in the best interest of all parties to not forgo the
option years, then the District would exercise its option to do a “SPIN” Change to get a new
provider.

May I request a one week extension to the due date of this RFP? With the Holiday and large in-
flow of E-Rate requests, this doesn’t give much time for a comprehensive response.

Addendum #2 extended the due date for this RFP to Januaary 9, 2009 on or before 11:00 am.
This is the only extension that will be given.

Can you provide a list of locations where you need PRIs and their quantities?

The District currently is not seeking RFPs for PRI service. The District is only secking Long
